
 
This is a tutorial on how to record in SONY ACID PRO 5.0. 
 
 
Step one is to load Patch mix if it is not loaded by default. 
 
To determine if Patch mix is loaded look for 3 blue bars next to your system clock. 
 

 
 
 
If you do not see the 3 blue bars.  Go to START > Programs > Creative Professional > E-MU PATCHMIX DSP > PATCHMIX DSP APPLICATION. 
This will load PATCHMIX.    Below is a screen shot of PATCHMIX with the default session loaded. 
 



 
 
 
 
Next you will want to load ACID. 
 



 
 

The first step when recording for the first time in ACID is to select your audio device for playback/recording. 

 
Just go to Options > Preferences > Audio.  You will see a listing for Audio device type:   
Choose E-MU ASIO in the drop-down window. 
 
 



 
 
 

Once you have chosen your driver you will want to set up your recording properties. 
 
Press the red RECORD button. 
 

 



This will pop up the record window. 
 

 
 
Here you will be able to name your file, position the audio with in the arrangement, and choose your recording source. 

You will need at least one input strip and an ASIO send in that strip before you will see any recording sources. 
 
 
 



 
 
As you can see with the default session loaded you will have many inputs to choose from.  Just choose the input you plan to use and press record and you will be recording.
